ROOM INSPECTIONS

Beginning OCTOBER 5TH Residence Life staff members will be conducting health and safety inspections of all
student rooms. The purpose of the health and safety inspections is to (1) ensure that all student rooms comply with
residence life policies, (2) to check the condition of the fire safety devices in each room (alarm and sprinkler
apparatus), (3) to ensure that only UL-listed appliances are in student rooms, (4) to check to see that rooms are free
and clear of major fire hazards, (5) assess current damages, (6) identify potential hazards and maintenance concerns,
and (7) to ensure that the rooms are clean and do not pose a significant health risk to any of the occupants.

The Resident/Community Assistant staff will be conducting these health and safety inspections under the guidance of
the Residence Coordinator of each hall. The inspections may take place anytime between 9am - 10:30pm, during the
first two weeks of October. It is not necessary for the residents to be present during the inspection. Please note that
the residence life staff will not be going through drawers, opening fridges, or looking through personal belongings.

Any room that fails the initial inspection is subject to re-inspection at a later time. Additionally, documentation for
policy violations may follow. If you have questions about the room inspection process please see your RA/CA, or
contact the building RC.

MICROFRIDGE UNITS: Each unit consists of a 2.1 cubic ft. refrigerator, a 0.7 cubic ft. freezer, and a 0.6
cubic ft. microwave. These may be rented from Campus Specialties. Rental cost is $199/academic year. Only one
unit allowed per room.

CABLE SERVICE: Cable (including HBO) is included in each residence hall room. You must supply your own
coaxial cable for connection.

LAUNDRY SERVICE: Washers and dryers are available in each residence hall. The cost per wash or dry is
$1.25. Be sure to bring your own laundry basket, detergent, bleach, fabric softener and dryer sheets.

PHONE SERVICE: Students who would like a phone line installed in their room should contact ‘Verizon’ at
(800) 427-9977. Please note that each room has only one phone jack; therefore, roommates will have to share the
phone line and bill. Each residence hall has at least one phone in the public areas.

RAPE AGGRESSION DEFENSE
PROGRAM SPONSORED BY NJIT
PUBLIC SAFETY

Have you ever seen clips on TV of self-defense classes for
women, where the “assailant” is dressed in a Redman suit?
Well, now you will have a chance to take the class in person.

For the first time, a two-day Rape Aggression Defense
(R.A.D.) class will be offered on-campus, to be taught by offi-
cers from Rutgers-Newark Police Department. Karen Quack-
enbush of Residence Life and Lt. Joseph Marswillo of NJITPD organized the event on behalf of the
NJIT community. RUPD officers will host a twelve hour RAD program on Friday, Oct. 2 from S5pm to
9pm and Saturday Oct. 3, from 9am to 5pm. The program is free with a $20 refundable deposit.

What is R.A.D.?

R.A.D is a self-defense system designed specifically for women, and it consists of tactics and tech-
niques that work in real life situations. The R.A.D. system is a total course that begins with awareness,
prevention, and risk reduction, while also teaching the basics of hands-on defense. It is not a martial
arts program, and you do not need to be an athlete to participate in the program.

Each student is provided with a workbook or reference manual. Using the manual, students discuss
rape prevention strategies, date rape, and the basic principles of defense. Over the course of the les-
sons, students then progress to physical training, including striking padded equipment held by instruc-
tors. This then culminates in actual simulated assault scenarios with instructors wearing protective
gear.

Since 1989, R.A.D. has been taught at almost 400 colleges, universities, rape crisis centers, municipal,
state, and county law enforcement agencies, and more than 300,000 women have taken a R.A.D. self-
defense class. R.A.D. is also the only self-defense program ever endorsed by the International Asso-
ciation of Campus Law Enforcement Administrators (IACLEA), which is an organization that works to
advance public safety at educational institutions from around the world.

IMPORTANT STATISTICS

One out of four women will be sexually assaulted on a college campus. The vast majority of these oc-
cur after 6 p.m. in living quarters and where the victim knew the offender. Nearly 60 percent that took
place on campus occurred in the victim's residence, 31 percent occurred in other living quarters on
campus, and 10 percent occurred at a fraternity. The vast majority of victims know the offender, and
more than half of all rapes occur on a date. Women aged 16—24 are at the highest risk of sexual as-
sault.

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BECOMING A RESIDENT ASSISTANT/COMMUNITY ASSISTANT

Each year the Residence Life office employees 45 NJIT students in the highly coveted Resident Assistant (RA) and
Community Assistant (CA) position within the residence halls. RAs are assigned to work in our first year buildings
(Cypress and Redwood Halls) and upper class (Laurel Hall). CAs work exclusively in Oak Hall which houses
upperclass and graduate students.

The benefits of being an RA or CA are two-fold. First, students who are selected for these leadership positions de-
velop skills that future employers are looking for in new hires. Learning how to run a meeting, plan a program/
event, respond to emergencies, and effectively mediate conflicts are all skills that will help your resume stand out
from the rest.

In addition to all the great leadership skills that you will develop from being an RA or CA you will also receive out-
standing financial compensation in the form of a single room grant and monies credited towards your meal plan.
The combined value of the room grant and meal plan monies is valued at approximately $10,000 per year which
translates into significant savings for students.

Currently all our RA and CA positions are full for the 2009 — 2010 academic year; however, we will begin the selec-
tion process for the 2010-11 academic year in October. Questions about the 2010-11 RA/CA selection process can be
sent to Jim Whitaker at jpwhitak@njit.edu.
