m Remediation of Petroleum USTs including all
residential heating oil tanks and non-residential
USTs containing petroleum products for onsite
consumption with a capacity of 2,000 gallons or
less

m Eligibility criteria online

m Tank replacement must be with an Above
Ground Storage Tank (AST) for reimbursement
